First published in 1997 by teen authors Zoe and Evan Stern, with some help from their well-qualifi ed mother, author 
and lecturer Ellen Sue Stern, Divorce Is Not the End of the World offers kids guidance and encouragement on topics 
such as dealing with anger and guilt, adjusting to different schedules at different houses, and coping with parents 
who date or remarry.  In chapters including “Why Did This Have to Happen?,” “Why Are You Making Me Go to 
That Stupid Support Group?,”  and “Rewards, or Good Things Nobody Tells You About Divorce,” Zoe and Evan 
answer questions from other kids and offer tips based on their own experience as children of divorce.  Now, as adults 
(who really did—and thrive!), the siblings have enriched the text with additional “l ooking back”  updates that provide 
an informed, hindsight perspective, and a helpful list of web resources for both kids and their parents.
